Conditions of Entry

1. Entries must be clean, complete and in safe working condition

2. Owners to ensure all drivers are qualified to handle the class of vehicle exhibited

3. No exhibit shall be left running unattended. All vehicles once parked shall be left securely braked or chocked.

4. A speed limit of 5 mph applies to all vehicles whilst on the showground.

5. Exhibitors must be on site between 11:00 am and 4:00pm

6. Movement of vehicles between the times above will be restricted for public safety

7. Each entered vehicle will receive a pass for 2 adults & 2 children to attend the show. Additional persons will be charged at
the normal event admission price.

8. Your vehicle pass is valid until 11.00am on the day. Thereafter all pass holders will be charged the normal admission price.

9. Administration fees are non-refundable.

Insurance
All vehicles on display must be taxed on hold an appropriate MOT certificate. Insurance must cover the driver and the use of the vehicle
for the date of the event, in compliance with the Road Traffic Acts . It is recommended that clubs should be indemnified against injury,
damage or loss sustained by third parties arising from any displays or equipment in use.
